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MISDRILLED HOLE

Use a die grinder to bevel the hole at a 45 degree angle. This step should be repeated to the underside if accessible.
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Mask the surrounding area to reduce excess resin/putty from bonding to it. Mix 2 % catalyst to Spectrum Color High Strength fiberglass reinforced putty(F25680) or Mix resin and 2% catalyst and add to fiberglass to make your own putty. Fill the area and roll out  the glass to eliminate air bubbles. Leave the glass ‘slightly ‘ higher than the surrounding area to allow for shrinkage. This step should be repeated on the underside as well if accessible. Allow for curing time of 45-90 minutes depending on the climate and temperature.

Sand the patch with 40-80 grit sand paper. Keep the block or sander flat to prevent a wavy patch.
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Sand the repair until it is flat and level with the surrounding area. 
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
